Come to Our Show is the culmination of a project that has been on my mind for more than a decade. I 

published the personal/punk/feminist fanzine Scorpion from about 1998-2001. Doing the ôzine was an 

incredible experience for me and was really the start of my career in writing and publishing. Scorpion was my 

humble contribution to a global conversation about punk rock and social justice. I proclaimed my desire to 

produce a book of flyers that represented the diversity of the scene that I had grown up in--the scene where I 

had developed my understanding of my political power, and the value of building communities of 

compassion. 

 

Nothing can compare with the feeling of driving over 

to the Post Office, putting the key into my P.O. Box 

and swinging open the door to find a package stuffed 

with flyers, letters and photos. 

  

I am extremely proud of this collection of flyers 

because it attests to the amazingness of the punk 

community, and is a tangible reflection of the 

relationships I formed within it at a very vulnerable 

and formative point in my life. These people 

understood and appreciated my personal journey and 

shared their journeys with me.  

 

You may not like the bands represented here; you may 

think the bands represented are too narrow in focus. 

You may have no idea what the hell is up with all the 

D.C. flyersé. I accept your doubts; but, please 

understand this: my nostalgia and gratitude cloud my 

curatorial vision.  

 

This is my personal collection of flyers, which was 

built by punks who collected flyers from their local 

shows and from their friends around the world. They 

sent me their favorites; I selected from my favorites of 

their favorites. These are my memories; my friendsô 

bands, their record labels, their towns, their countries. 

And so, finally I share them with you because they mean so much to me.
